1. Remove materials and lift any floor covering in car’s trunk. Place the hitch on car centered and square so
hitch chassis bracket fits on 1 x 1” boxed section under trunk floor and hitch bumper bracket locates on
steel part of rear bumper under the facia. See diagram.

2. Using the hitch as a template mark steel bumper and boxed section under trunk floor for hitch bracket
holes. Centerpunch and drill through two thicknesses for 3/8” diameter mounting screws on both bumper

and boxed floor section.

3. Temporarily remove the rear bumper. Bumper unbolts inside the trunk at the rear body panel, and at rear
of wheel openings on both sides of car.

4. Mount hitch to the rear bumper using fasteners @ as shown in diagram. Access for washers and nuts is
made through holes in forward surface of bumper. Final tighten fasteners @ until snug, do not crush box
section.

5. Carefully reinstall rear bumper with hitch. Mount hitch to trunk floor using fasteners ® as shown with
large fender washers inside trunk area. Final tighten fasteners @ until snug, do not crush box section.

6. Recheck all fasteners occasionally for tightness.
